The Second Reading: Ephesians 2:13-22

place of the two, so making peace, and might reconcile us both to God in one body through the cross,
thereby bringing the hostility to an end.

So then
you are no longer strangers and sojourners, but you are fellow citizens with the saints and members of the
household of God, built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Christ Jesus himself being the
cornerstone, in whom the whole structure is joined together and grows into a holy temple in the Lord; in
whom you also are built into it for a dwelling place of God in the Spirit.

People: Thanks be to God.

The Gospel:  John 15:17-27

Celebrant: The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to St. John.

People: Glory be to thee, O Lord.

Jesus said to his disciples, “This I command you, to love one another. If the world hates you, know that it
has hated me before it hated you. If you were of the world, the world would love its own; but because you
are not of the world, but I chose you out of the world, therefore the world hates you. Remember the word
that I said to you, ‘A servant is not greater than his master.” If they persecuted me, they will persecute
you; if they kept my word, they will keep yours also. But all this they will do to you on my account,
because they do not know him who sent me. If | had not come and spoken to them, they would not have
sin; but now they have no excuse for their sin. He who hates me hates my Father also. If | had not done
among them the works which no one else did, they would not have sin; but now they have seen and hated
both me and my Father. It is to fulfil the word that is written in their law, ‘They hated me without a
cause.” But when the Counselor comes, whom I shall send to you from the Father, even the Spirit of truth,
who proceeds from the Father, he will bear witness to me; and you also are witnesses, because you have
been with me from the beginning."

The Nicene Creed (Celebrant and People)

I believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, and of all things visible and

(Celebrant and People) Almighty God, Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, maker of all things, judge of
all men: We acknowledge and bewail our manifold sins and wickedness, which we from time to time
most grievously have committed, by thought, word, and deed, against thy divine Majesty, provoking
most justly thy wrath and indignation against us. We do earnestly repent, and are heartily sorry for
these our misdoings; the remembrance of them is grievous unto us, the burden of them is intolerable.



Have mercy upon us, have mercy upon us, most merciful Father; for thy Son our Lord Jesus Christ's
sake, forgive us all that is past; and grant that we may ever hereafter serve and please thee in newness
of life, to the honor and glory of thy Name; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

Celebrant: Almighty God, our Heavenly Father, who of his great mercy hath promised forgiveness of sins
to all those who with hearty repentance and true faith turn unto him, have mercy upon you, pardon and
deliver you from all your sins, confirm and strengthen you in all goodness, and bring you to everlasting
life; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

Celebrant:
Hear the word of God all who truly turned to him. Come unto me, all ye that travail and are heavy laden,
and I will refresh you.

For God so loved the world, that he gave his only-begotten Son, to the end that all that believe in him
should not perish, but have everlasting life.

This is a true saying, and worthy of all men to be received, that Christ Jesus came into the world to save
sinners.

If any man sin, we have an Advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous; and he is the perfect
offering for our sins, and not for ours only, but for the sins of the whole world.

Celebrant: Let us give thanks unto our Lord God.
People: It is meet and right so to do.

It is very meet, right, and our bounden duty, that we should at all times, and in all places, give thanks unto
thee, O Lord, holy Father, almighty, everlasting God.

Sanctus (Celebrant and People, spoken)
Holy, holy, holy, Lord God of Hosts: Heaven and earth are full of thy glory. Glory be to thee, O Lord

All glory be to thee, Almighty God, our heavenly Father, for that thou, of thy tender mercy, didst give
thine only Son Jesus Christ to suffer death upon the cross for our redemption; who made there, by his one



oblation of himself once offered, a full, perfect, and sufficient sacrifice, oblation, and satisfaction, for the
sins of the whole world; and did institute, and in his holy Gospel command us to continue, a perpetual
memory of that his precious death and sacrifice, until his coming again.

For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took bread; and when he had given thanks, he broke it, and
gave it to his disciples, saying, "Take, eat, this is my Body, which is given for you.

Likewise, after supper, he took the cup; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying, "Drink
ye all of this; for this is my Blood of the New Testament, which is shed for you, and for many, for the
remission of sins.

Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, according to the institution of thy dearly beloved Son our Savior
Jesus Christ, we, thy humble servants, do celebrate and make here before thy divine Majesty, with these
thy holy gifts, which we now offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son hath commanded us to make; having
in remembrance his blessed passion and precious death, his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension;
rendering unto thee most hearty thanks for the innumerable benefits procured unto us by the same.

And we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us; and, of thy almighty goodness,
vouchsafe to bless and sanctify, with thy Word and Holy Spirit, these thy gifts and creatures of bread and
wine; that we, receiving them according to thy Son our Savior Jesus Christ's holy institution, in
remembrance of his death and passion, may be partakers of his most blessed Body and Blood.

And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of praise and
thanksgiving; most humbly beseeching thee to grant that, by the merits and death of thy Son Jesus Christ,
and through faith in his blood, we, and all thy whole Church, may obtain remission of our sins, and all
other benefits of his passion.

And here we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and bodies, to be a reasonable,
holy, and living sacrifice unto thee; humbly beseeching thee that we, and all others who shall be partakers
of this Holy Communion, may worthily receive the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus
Christ, be filled with thy grace and heavenly benediction, and made one body with him, that he may dwell
in us, and we in him.

And although we are unworthy, through our manifold sins, to offer unto thee any sacrifice, yet we
beseech thee to accept this our bounden duty and service, not weighing our merits, but pardoning our
offences, through Jesus Christ our Lord; By whom, and with whom, in the unity of the Holy Ghost, all
honor and glory be unto thee, Almighty Father, now and forever. Amen.

And now, as our Savior Christ hath taught us, we are bold to say: (Celebrant and People)

Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be Thy name. Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done, on earth
as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those
who trespass against us. And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. For Thine is the
kingdom, and the power, and the glory, forever and ever. Amen.

people; and are also heirs, through hope, of thy everlasting kingdom. And we humbly beseech thee, O
heavenly Father, so to assist us with thy grace, that we may continue in that holy fellowship, and do all
such good works as thou hast prepared for us to walk in; through Jesus Christ our Lord, to whom, with
thee and the Holy Ghost, be all honor and glory, world without end. Amen.
