Opening Salutation (The people stand) 

Celebrant: Blessed be God: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. 

People:  And blessed be his kingdom, now and for ever. Amen. 

 

Collect For Purity 

Almighty God, to you all hearts are open, all desires known, and from you no secrets are hid: Cleanse 

the thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of your Holy Spirit, that we may perfectly love you, and 

worthily magnify your holy Name; through Christ our Lord. Amen. 

 

Kyrie (spoken) 

Celebrant: Lord, have mercy. 

People:  Christ, have mercy. 

Celebrant: Lord, have mercy. 

 

Gloria (S280: spoken) 

Glory to God in the highest, and peace to his people on earth. Lord God, heavenly King, almighty God 

and Father, we worship you, we give you thanks, we praise you for your glory. Lord Jesus Christ, only 

Son of the Father, Lord God, Lamb of God, you take away the sin of the world: have mercy on us; you 

are seated at the right hand of the Father: receive our prayer. For you alone are the Holy One, you 

alone are the Lord, you alone are the Most High, Jesus Christ, with the Holy Spirit, in the glory of God 

the Father, Amen. 

 

Collect of the Day 

Celebrant: The Lord be with you. 

People:  And also with you. 

Celebrant: Let us pray. 

O God, whose days are without end, and whose mercies cannot be numbered: Make us, like your servant 

Jeremy Taylor, deeply aware of the shortness and uncertainty of human life; and let your Holy Spirit lead 

us in holiness and righteousness all our days; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with 

you and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever. Amen. 

  

The Lessons (The people sit) 

The First Reading:  Ecclesiastes 3:1–15 

For everything there is a season, and a time for every matter under heaven: a time to be born, and a time 

to die; a time to plant, and a time to pluck up what is planted; a time to kill, and a time to heal; a time to 

break down, and a time to build up; a time to weep, and a time to laugh; a time to mourn, and a time to 

dance; a time to throw away stones, and a time to gather stones together; a time to embrace, and a time to 

refrain from embracing; a time to seek, and a time to lose; a time to keep, and a time to throw away; a 

time to tear, and a time to sew; a time to keep silence, and a time to speak; a time to love, and a time to 

hate; a time for war, and a time for peace. What gain have the workers from their toil? I have seen the 

business that God has given to everyone to be busy with. He has made everything suitable for its time; 

moreover he has put a sense of past and future into their minds, yet they cannot find out what God has 

done from the beginning to the end. I know that there is nothing better for them than to be happy and 

enjoy themselves as long as they live; moreover, it is God’s gift that all should eat and drink and take 

pleasure in all their toil. I know that whatever God does endures forever; nothing can be added to it, nor 

anything taken from it; God has done this, so that all should stand in awe before him. That which is, 

already has been; that which is to be, already is; and God seeks out what has gone by. 
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Reader:  The Word of the Lord. 

People:  Thanks be to God. 

 

Psalm 114 

1 Hallelujah! When Israel came out of Egypt, the house of Jacob from a people of strange speech, 

2 Judah became God's sanctuary and Israel his dominion. 

3 The sea beheld it and fled; Jordan turned and went back. 

4 The mountains skipped like rams, and the little hills like young sheep. 

5 What ailed you, O sea, that you fled? O Jordan, that you turned back? 

6 You mountains, that you skipped like rams? you little hills like young sheep? 

7 Tremble, O earth, at the presence of the Lord, at the presence of the God of Jacob, 

8 Who turned the hard rock into a pool of water and flint-stone into a flowing spring. 

 

The Second Reading:  Romans 14:7–12 

We do not live to ourselves, and we do not die to ourselves. If we live, we live to the Lord, and if we die, 

we die to the Lord; so then, whether we live or whether we die, we are the Lord's. For to this end Christ 

died and lived again, so that he might be Lord of both the dead and the living. Why do you pass judgment 

on your brother or sister? Or you, why do you despise your brother or sister? For we will all stand before 

the judgment seat of God. For it is written, "As I live, says the Lord, every knee shall bow to me, and 

every tongue shall give praise to God." So then, each of us will be accountable to God. 

Reader:  The Word of the Lord. 

People:  Thanks be to God. 

 

The Gospel: (The people stand) Mark 13:32-37 

Celebrant: The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Mark. 

People:  Glory to you, Lord Christ. 

Jesus said, “About that day or hour no one knows, neither the angels in heaven, nor the Son, but only the 

Father. Beware, keep alert; for you do not know when the time will come. It is like a man going on a 

journey, when he leaves home and puts his slaves in charge, each with his work, and commands the 

doorkeeper to be on the watch. Therefore, keep awake—for you do not know when the master of the 

house will come, in the evening, or at midnight, or at cockcrow, or at dawn, or else he may find you 

asleep when he comes suddenly. And what I say to you I say to all: Keep awake.” 

Celebrant:  This is the Gospel of the Lord. 

People:  Praise to you, Lord Christ. 

 

Sermon (The people sit)  Fr. Ken 

 

Nicene Creed (The people stand) 

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all that is, seen and 

unseen. We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally begotten of the Father, 

God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, of one Being with the 

Father. Through him all things were made. For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven: 

by the power of the Holy Spirit he became incarnate from the Virgin Mary, and was made man. For 

our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried. On the third day he 

rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand 

of the Father. He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead, and his kingdom will have 

no end. We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father and the 
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Son. With the Father and the Son he is worshiped and glorified. He has spoken through the Prophets. 

We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness 

of sins. We look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come. Amen. 

 

The Prayers Of The People (Form II, the people stand) 

In the course of the silence after each bidding, the People offer their own prayers, either silently or aloud. 

I ask your prayers for God's people throughout the world; for our Bishops Sean Rowe and Susan Brown-

Snook; for this gathering; and for all ministers and people including those at St. Andrew’s By-The-Sea, 

San Diego and the Anglican Church of Rwanda. Pray for the Church. (Silence) 

I ask your prayers for peace; for goodwill among nations; and for the well-being of all people including 

those serving in the Marine Wing Communication Squadron. Pray for justice and peace. (Silence) 

I ask your prayers for the poor, the sick, the hungry, the oppressed, and those in prison. Pray for those in 

any need or trouble, especially those who are sick and suffering including [St. Andrew’s Prayer List]. 

(Silence) 

I ask your prayers for all who seek God, or a deeper knowledge of him. Pray that they may find and be 

found by him. (Silence) 

I ask your prayers for the departed. Pray for those who have died. (Silence) 

Praise God for those in every generation in whom Christ has been honored. Pray that we may have grace 

to glorify Christ in our own day. (Silence) 

Celebrant: Almighty and eternal God, ruler of all things in heaven and earth: Mercifully accept the 

prayers of your people, and strengthen us to do your will; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 

 

Confession of Sin and Absolution (The people kneel) 

Celebrant: Let us humbly confess our sins unto Almighty God. 

Most merciful God, we confess that we have sinned against you in thought, word, and deed, by what we 

have done, and by what we have left undone. We have not loved you with our whole heart; we have not 

loved our neighbors as ourselves. We are truly sorry and we humbly repent. For the sake of your Son 

Jesus Christ, have mercy on us and forgive us; that we may delight in your will, and walk in your ways, 

to the glory of your Name. Amen. 

Celebrant: Almighty God have mercy on you, forgive you all our sins through our Lord Jesus Christ, 

strengthen you in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep you in eternal life. Amen. 

 

The Peace (The people stand) 

Celebrant:  The peace of the Lord be always with you.  

People:  And also with you. 

Celebrant:  Walk in love, as Christ loved us and gave himself up for us, an offering and sacrifice to 

God. 

 

Dedication/Communion Prayer 

My Jesus, I believe that you are in the Blessed Sacrament. I love You above all things and I long for 

You in my soul. Since I cannot receive You sacramentally, come spiritually into my heart, as though 

you have already come. I embrace You, and unite myself with you entirely. Never permit me to be 

separated from You. Amen. 
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The Great Thanksgiving (Eucharistic Prayer C, remain standing) 

Celebrant:  The Lord be with you. 

People:  And also with you. 

Celebrant:  Lift up your hearts. 

People:  We lift them to the Lord. 

Celebrant:  Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 

People:  It is right to give him thanks and praise. 

God of all power, Ruler of the Universe, you are worthy of glory and praise. 

Glory to you for ever and ever. 

At your command all things came to be: the vast expanse of interstellar space, galaxies, suns, the planets 

in their courses, and this fragile earth, our island home. 

By your will they were created and have their being. 

From the primal elements you brought forth the human race, and blessed us with memory, reason, and 

skill. You made us the rulers of creation. But we turned against you, and betrayed your trust; and we 

turned against one another. 

Have mercy, Lord, for we are sinners in your sight. 

Again and again, you called us to return. Through prophets and sages you revealed your righteous Law. 

And in the fullness of time you sent your only Son, born of a woman, to fulfill your Law, to open for us 

the way of freedom and peace. 

By his blood, he reconciled us. By his wounds, we are healed. 

And therefore we praise you, joining with the heavenly chorus, with prophets, apostles, and martyrs, and 

with all those in every generation who have looked to you in hope, to proclaim with them your glory, in 

their unending hymn: 

Sanctus (S125: Spoken) 

Holy, Holy, Holy Lord, God of power and might, heaven and earth are full of your glory. Hosanna in 

the highest. Hosanna in the highest. Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord. Hosanna in the 

highest. Hosanna in the highest.  

(The Celebrant continues) And so, Father, we who have been redeemed by him, and made a new people 

by water and the Spirit, now bring before you these gifts. Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be the 

Body and Blood of Jesus Christ our Lord. 

On the night he was betrayed he took bread, said the blessing, broke the bread, and gave it to his friends, 

and said, "Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me." 

After supper, he took the cup of wine, gave thanks, and said, "Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of 

the new Covenant, which is shed for you and for many for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, 

do this for the remembrance of me." 

Remembering now his work of redemption, and offering to you this sacrifice of thanksgiving, 

We celebrate his death and resurrection, as we await the day of his coming. 

Lord God of our Fathers: God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob; God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ: 

Open our eyes to see your hand at work in the world about us. Deliver us from the presumption of coming 

to this Table for solace only, and not for strength; for pardon only, and not for renewal. Let the grace of 

this Holy Communion make us one body, one spirit in Christ, that we may worthily serve the world in his 

name. 

Risen Lord, be known to us in the breaking of the Bread. 

Accept these prayers and praises, Father, through Jesus Christ our great High Priest, to whom, with you 
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and the Holy Spirit, your Church gives honor, glory, and worship, from generation to generation. Amen. 

And now, as our Savior Christ has taught us, we are bold to pray: 

Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy Name, thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on earth as 

it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who 

trespass against us. And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. For thine is the kingdom, 

and the power, and the glory, for ever and ever. Amen. 

 

Breaking of the Bread 

Celebrant: Alleluia. Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us. 

People:   Therefore let us keep the feast. Alleluia. 

The Gifts of God for the People of God. Take them in remembrance that Christ died for you, and feed on 

him in your hearts by faith, with thanksgiving.

Post Communion Prayer 

Celebrant: Let us pray.  

Eternal God, heavenly Father, you have graciously accepted us as living members of your Son our 

Savior Jesus Christ, and you have fed us with spiritual food in the Sacrament of his Body and Blood. 

Send us now into the world in peace, and grant us strength and courage to love and serve you with 

gladness and singleness of heart; through Christ our Lord. Amen. 

  

The Blessing 

May the Lord bless you and keep you; the Lord make his face to shine upon you and be gracious to you; 

the Lord lift up his countenance upon you and give you peace. The blessing of God Almighty, the Father, 

the Son, and the Holy Spirit, be upon you and remain always. Amen. 

 

Dismissal 

Celebrant: Let us go forth into the world, rejoicing in the power of the Spirit. Alleluia, alleluia.
